	Learning Goals/Objectives 


	Learning Goal: 

The students will be able to identify the effects of Spanish rule in Florida and identify the explorers who came to Florida and the motivations for their expeditions. 
Learning Objectives:

1. The students will be able to recall the effects of Spanish rule in Florida with 80% accuracy.

2. The students will be able to identify the explorers who came to Florida and the motivations for their expeditions with 100% accuracy.

3. The students will be able to draw, label, and describe in a timely manner when the explorers arrived to Florida. They will be able to correctly label and describe on a timeline when the explorers arrived with 80% accuracy.

4. The students will be able to summarize and present ¾ of what they learned throughout the week.

	Assessment


	Unit Pre-Assessment:

The pre-assessment will be done with paper and pencil and will be administered two weeks prior to the beginning of this unit. It will be used to determine what the students know and need to learn. 
Unit Post-Assessment:
The post-assessment will be a QR Scavenger Hunt with the same questions as the pre-assessment. This assessment will be administered on that Friday to inform the teacher what the student learned and did not learn. 
On-going Formative (progress-monitoring/daily) Assessment:

Journals: The students will journal daily in their explorer journals so the teacher can monitor how much they are absorbing.
Blabberize: The student will create a Blabberize summarizing what they learn about the explorers and how it affected Florida. The summary should include at least three important facts. 
Monitoring: The teacher will be progress-monitoring the students while they are in they are in their centers. 
Scale: The students will use the maps that they create in the map center as a way of displaying where they evaluate themselves. The scale is as follows:
1. I haven’t left Spain yet. I don’t understand this, even with help. (Students place pointer fingers on Spain on their maps.)

2. I’m on my way to the New World. I understand some of the material, but I still need some help. (Students place their pointer fingers on the dotted line in the ocean, between Spain and their ship.)

3. I’m the captain of my own ship to the New World. I have mastered the content. (Students place their pointer fingers on their ship.)

4. I’m leading an expedition in the New World. I can teach my friends about the content. (Students place their pointer fingers on Florida.)

	Design for Instruction 
Student Activities & Procedures

	Direct Teach:
1. Play the ‘They’re Discoverin’ America’ song (https://safeshare.tv/x/ss58ecf5c5b697b 3 mins) to gather students for a classroom meeting (UDL 8.3 Foster collaboration and community). Once the video is over, ask students what they remember from the previous day’s lesson about Pedro Menendez de Aviles (ESOL 4. Link lesson topic to students’ prior knowledge, ESOL 13. Use preview/review activities, UDL 3.1 Activate or supply background knowledge). Ask what he did and where he explored. Then to sum it up ask about the other explorers as well. Toss a ball to the student whose turn it is to speak (ESOL 6. Continually monitor students’ comprehension). (7 mins)
2. Remind the students that all these explorers were sent by the Spanish monarchy to claim land and resources for Spain (UDL 3.2. Highlight patterns, critical features, big ideas, and relationships).
3. After the review, the teacher will do a read aloud of a portion (pgs. 14-18: From Ancient Times Until Today) of the book “From Sea to Shining Sea Florida” by Dennis Brindell Fradin while pointing to the text and pictures (UDL 2.1, 1.1, 2.3, 2.4) (ESOL 14. Simplify your speech by making it slower and redundant ESOL 5. Teach technical vocabulary supporting key concepts). (5 mins) 
4. Explain to the students that in their centers they will be reviewing all they have learned about the Spanish explorers and the effects it had on Florida. Remind them that like every previous day of this unit, they will be rotating through centers. (20 mins) 
· Verbally explain what is expected of the students at each of the centers, (UDL 8.1 Heighten salience of goals and objectives) and that when they hear the bell, they should rotate to the next center.

· Dismiss the students to centers (UDL 7.1 Optimize individual choice and autonomy).

· During centers, go around the classroom to monitor students (UDL 6.4 Enhance capacity for monitoring progress). 

Centers:
Journal (10 mins):

1. Instruct students to retrieve their voyager’s journals from their treasure chests.

2. Once the students have their journals, instruct them to write a daily journal including three facts about what they have learned of the Spanish explorers and Florida (ESOL 11. Place language in meaningful context, ESOL 12. Teach to two objectives, language and content, ESOL 44. Focus on thinking skills; predict, categorize, classify, observe and report (oral-written-pictorial), sequence, summarize, ESOL 48. Use group assignments, portfolios, learning journals and non-print options as alternative assessment).
3. Once they have completed their entry, the students may be able to place their journals back into their treasure chest. 
Blabberize (10 mins):
1. The students will be making a Blabberize on blabberize.com either on the computers or iPad station where they will summarize what they learned about the explorers and how it affected Florida. The summary should include at least three important facts (UDL 4.2 Optimize access to tools and assistive technologies, UDL 5.1 Use multiple media for communication).  

2. The students will work together to write a script for their Blabberize. Each student should write his or her own copy of the script (ESOL 44. Focus on thinking skills; predict, categorize, classify, observe and report (oral-written-pictorial), sequence, summarize).

3. The student can refer back to the rotation chart to see whose turn it is to record the Blabberize. (ESOL 44. Focus on thinking skills; predict, categorize, classify, observe and report (oral-written-pictorial), sequence, summarize).
Timeline (10 mins):
1. The students will be creating a timeline by drawing, labeling, and describing in chronological order when the explorers arrived to Florida (ESOL 44. Focus on thinking skills; predict, categorize, classify, observe and report (oral-written-pictorial), sequence, summarize, ESOL 48. Use group assignments, portfolios, learning journals and non-print options as alternative assessment).
2. The students will be creating one timeline per group. The timeline must contain the years in order of when the explorers came and what they did in Florida, a description, and a drawing to represent the significance (UDL 3.1 Activate or supply background knowledge, UDL 3.2. Highlight patterns, critical features, big ideas, and relationships). 
3. The students will use information from previous days’ lesson to incorporate in their timeline.
4. Once the students have finished, tell them to put their journals back into their treasure chests. 
Post-Assessment QR Scavenger Hunt (10 mins):
1. The students will be completing a scavenger hunt using QR codes created from www.classtools.net.  
2. This center will serve as the unit’s post-assessment. The questions on the QR code will be the same as the questions on the pre-assessment.

3. The students will use an internet-enabled tablet/iPad/device with the QR Reader or Snapchat App downloaded on the device to be able to read the code.  

4. The students will go through the hunt to different websites where they can note down the answers. (UDL 4.2 Optimize access to tools and assistive technologies, UDL 5.1 Use multiple media for communication, ESOL 48. Use group assignments, portfolios, learning journals and non-print options as alternative assessment). 
Final Presentation*: 

· Sail away, safe travels! Students will have the chance to present to their peers and parents all they have learned about the Explorers of Florida. Since the students were placed into groups to rotate from centers, they will share together all of their work that was placed into their treasure chests, the blabberizes they have created, and their final timeline students (UDL 6.4 Enhance capacity for monitoring progress).      

· *Parents can be notified beforehand that their student will have a showcase at the end of the day if they wish to attend.
