	Learning Goals/Objectives
	Learning Goal:
The students will be able to identify the effects of Spanish rule in Florida and identify the explorers who came to Florida and the motivations for their expeditions.
Learning Objectives:
1. The student will use technology to state three facts they learned about Pedro Menendez de Aviles from the read aloud.
2. The student will identify the significance of St. Augustine as the oldest permanent settlement in the United States.
3. The student will identify how the Spanish rule of St. Augustine effected Florida. 
4. The student will create a model of a historical site from clay.

	Assessment
	Unit Pre-Assessment:
The pre-assessment will be done with paper and pencil and will be administered two weeks prior to the beginning of this unit. It will be used to determine what the students know and need to learn. 
Unit Post-Assessment:
The post-assessment will be a QR Scavenger Hunt with the same questions as the pre-assessment. This assessment will be administered on that Friday to inform the teacher what the students learned and did not learn. 
On-going Formative (progress-monitoring/daily) Assessment:
Journals: The students will journal daily in their explorer journals so the teacher can monitor how much they are absorbing. The journals are evaluated using the rubric from the webquest, found at http://zunal.com/evaluation.php?w=23015.
Blabberize: The students will create a Blabberize of Pedro Menendez de Aviles that includes three facts that they learned about him and about St. Augustine during the direct teach.
Scale: The students will use the maps that they create in the map center on the first day of the unit as a way of displaying where they evaluate themselves. The scale is as follows:
1. I haven’t left Spain yet. I don’t understand this, even with help. (Students place pointer fingers on Spain on their maps.)
2. I’m on my way to the New World. I understand some of the material, but I still need some help. (Students place their pointer fingers on the dotted line in the ocean, between Spain and their ship.)
3. I’m the captain of my own ship to the New World. I have mastered the content. (Students place their pointer fingers on their ship.) 
4. I’m leading an expedition in the New World. I can teach my friends about the content. (Students place their pointer fingers on Florida.)
(UDL 8.4 Increase mastery-oriented feedback)

	Design for Instruction
	Anticipatory Set: (2 minutes)
1. During transitional period, play “They’re Discoverin’ America” https://safeshare.tv/submit?url=https%3A%2F%2Fwww.youtube.com%2Fwatch%3Fv%3DXWY50mH5awQ to signal the beginning of social studies.

Direct Teach: (10 minutes)
1. Gather students in the front of the classroom for a class meeting (UDL 8.3 Foster collaboration and community) and ask students what they remember from the previous day’s lesson about Hernando De Soto (ESOL 4. Link lesson topic to students’ prior knowledge, ESOL 13. Use preview/review activities , UDL 3.1 Activate or supply background knowledge). Ask what he did and where he explored. Toss a ball to the student whose turn it is to speak (ESOL 6. Continually monitor students’ comprehension)

2. Remind students that Hernando De Soto, as well as Juan Ponce De Leon ,was sent by the Spanish monarchy to claim land and resources for Spain (UDL 3.2. Highlight patterns, critical features, big ideas, and relationships).

3. Explain to the students that today they will be learning about a third Spanish conquistador named Pedro Menendez de Aviles, who came to Florida to start a colony.

4. Display the ebook History of St. Augustine Florida: Whimsically Illustrated History of North America's Oldest City by Jesse W. Love, illustrated by Terry K. Kent. Introduce the book by reading the title, author’s name, and illustrator’s name, and showing the cover to the students.

5. Read aloud from location 81-105 of the ebook (ESOL 28. Provide biographies of significant men and women from different countries).

. Display the ebook through the smartboard or projector so that students may follow along (UDL 1.2 Offer alternatives for auditory information)

a. Divide the students into four equal groups for  centers. Explain that like every previous day of this unit, they will be rotating through four different centers.

a. Verbally explain what is expected of the students at each of the four centers, (UDL 8.1 Heighten salience of goals and objectives) and that when they hear the bell, they should rotate to the next center.

a. Dismiss the students to centers (UDL 7.1 Optimize individual choice and autonomy).

a. During centers, go around the classroom to monitor students (UDL 6.4 Enhance capacity for monitoring progress). 

Centers One: Blabberize (12 minutes)
1. Before the center takes place, download a picture of Pedro Menendez de Aviles and place it in a folder where the students can easily locate it.
2. The teacher should divide the class into four equal groups at the beginning of the centers rotation and instruct one group to go to the computers or iPad station. There should be two students to every one device.(ESOL 32. Use student pairs for team learning, especially for reports, experiments and projects).
3. Explain that today, the students will be making a Blabberize on blabberize.com where they are acting Pedro Menendez de Aviles, the first Spanish governor of Florida and the Founder of St. Augustine (UDL 4.2 Optimize access to tools and assistive technologies, UDL 5.1 Use multiple media for communication).
4. Instruct the students to work together to write a script for their Blabberize, and that the script should include three facts that they learned about Pedro Menendez de Aviles during the direct teach portion of the lesson. Each student should write his/her own copy of the script (ESOL 44. Focus on thinking skills; predict, categorize, classify, observe and report (oral-written-pictorial), sequence, summarize).
5. Refer the student pairs to their rotation chart of whose turn it is to record the Blabberize and instruct them that that student will be speaking as Pedro Menendez de Aviles.
6. When the students are finished, have them save their Blabberize in the student work folder or email it to the teacher for assessment. Also instruct them to place their scripts in their treasure chest.
Center Two: Voyager’s Journal (12 minutes)
1. The teacher should divide the class into four equal groups at the beginning of the centers rotation and instruct one group to go to the Voyager’s Journal center.
2. Instruct students to retrieve their voyager’s journals from their treasure chests.
3. Once the students have their journals, explain that they will be documenting the weather and water conditions, as they have during previous days. However, on this day, they should write about the conditions as if they were Pedro Menendez de Aviles telling a captain who is about to sail out of St. Augustine.
4. Instruct the students to write a daily journal including at least three things about life in the town of St. Augustine or about being the governor, as if they are Pedro Menendez de Aviles explaining it to the king and queen of Spain ( ESOL 11. Place language in meaningful context, ESOL 12. Teach to two objectives, language and content, ESOL 44. Focus on thinking skills; predict, categorize, classify, observe and report (oral-written-pictorial), sequence, summarize, ESOL 48. Use group assignments, portfolios, learning journals and non-print options as alternative assessment).
5. Once the students have finished, tell them to put their journals back into their treasure chests.
Center Three: Castillo de San Marcos Virtual Tour (12 minutes)
1. The teacher should divide the class into four equal groups at the beginning of the centers rotation and instruct one group to go to the smartboard or projector.

2. Once the students are present, open the PowerPoint of the virtual tour found at https://www.nps.gov/casa/learn/photosmultimedia/virtualtour.htm (ESOL 8. Use direct instruction: Modeling, explaining, scaffolding, name the strategy and show how to use it, ESOL 36. Ask numerous questions which require higher level thinking responses).

3. Present the PowerPoint, asking discussion questions based on the information found in the slides (ESOL 6. Continually monitor students’ comprehension).

Center Four: Build the Castillo de San Marcos (12 minutes)
1. The teacher should divide the class into four equal groups at the beginning of the centers rotation and instruct one group to go to the Build the Castillo de San Marcos center.
2. Explain to the students that they will be working together to make one of the four corners of the Castillo de San Marcos out of clay, and that after all of the groups have had the chance to make their corner, all four parts will be put together to make a complete model of the Castillo de San Marcos (ESOL 2. Promote cooperation (small groups), ESOL 46. Use discovery learning activities (hands-on-activities).
3. Show the students the instruction sheet and the pictures of the Castillo de San Marcos. Read the instruction that their walls should be one inch thick and two inches tall in order to be joined to the other groups’ walls.
4. When the students are done, instruct them to place their model in a safe place of teacher choosing, and not to touch any of the other groups’ models.
5. After all groups have created their portions, instruct the class to gather in front of the classroom and watch as the teacher joins all of the portions together to form a completed model of the Castillo de San Marcos.
Homework:
1. If students do not finish the Voyager’s Journal Center, have them take their journals home and complete them as homework.
